Plants make their own food by using energy from the sun. We call plants producers. Most food chains start with a plant.
Animals get their food by eating plants or other animals. We call animals consumers. 

· Some animals just eat plants. These animals are called herbivores. 

· Some animals just eat other animals. These are called carnivores. 

· Some animals eat both plants and other animals. These are called omnivores. 

Food chains show us which animals eat which food. The arrows in the foodchain mean ‘gives food too’ or ‘is eaten by’.
