Maps don’t just show roads and paths so you know how to get from one place to another, it also shows you where points interest such train stations and camp grounds are located.  Writing the name of all of these onto a map would be very confusing because the map would very hard to read and you would not be able to work out where you were going!   Therefore, those clever map people have come up with a much simpler way of showing us what things are, they use symbols.  Everything from windmills to churches and nature reserves to golf clubs all have their own unique symbol, and these are the same on every Ordnance Survey (OS) map in the UK
A SYMBOL:
is a picture/letter/figure which represents something else.   Maps contain a table known as a key or legend to explain the meaning of each of the symbols used.  These keys usually show a small picture of each of the symbols used along with a written description of what they are. 
Do you recognise the symbols below that are used in the OS Maps? – Have a guess at what you think the might stand for.
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There are many interesting features on this nature reserve, on the back of this sheet draw a map/plan of the site and label the points of interest.  You should use a Key/Legend to explain what these points are.
